I originally envisioned a Special Truss Moment
Frame, but this was rejected by the owner, who
wanted timber columns. A frame with 8x12 RS
DF-L col umns and 7’ x8’
panels was designed to provide stiffness through
the center and bending resistance above and
below.

When, during the course of construction, the
owner requested changes to make the space
even more open, VisualAnalysis made it easy to
re-analyze the frame and come up with a revised
solution, avoiding a potential conflict involving
owner, architect, engineer, and building official.
